The Coalition for Safe, Active and Healthy Streets (CASHS) helps increase awareness of problematic
intersections and street crossings in New Ulm while providing evidence-based solutions. It works to
improve the safety of New Ulm’s streets by incorporating traffic calming measures (slowing traffic) so that
more people will feel safe using walking and bicycling as a form of transportation.

The Safe Routes to School Action Team works to make it safer for children to walk and bicycling to school
by addressing the six Es — education, encouragement, equity, evaluation, engagement and engineering.
